COLLEGE DAY:
The District shall excuse a student for up to two days during the student's junior year and up to two days during the student's senior year to visit an accredited institution of higher education. A student shall be required to submit verification of such visits in accordance with administrative regulations.

Juniors and Seniors are allowed two college clays per year. Obtain TWO forms from the counseling office:
1. Assignment Form: Collect your assignments.
2. College Day Form: Have it signed by an administrator and then give it to the Denver City High School Attendance Clerk prior to the travel date.
